Making your application

If successful, in order to gain access to the funding you must be a member of University staff, or
part of a Swansea University Students Union Society.

The University Sustainability Committee will consider applications at the quarterly committee
meetings. We will inform you of our decision by replying to the application email. If you are
successful, money will be transferred to the Students’ Union bank account for you to access, or if
you are staff, you'll gain access to the fund through budget code.

Spending your funding

You must spend the funding for the purpose specified in your application within a month of being
notified of the funding decision. If you do not, the money will be reclaimed. If there is a change of
plan and you wish to spend it on other events, you must reapply.

Following the event, a short 200-word report
with photos must be submitted to sustainability@swansea.ac.uk within 4 weeks of the event or
initiative taking place.
